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Congratulations to the winners of our first give away in 2025: Sonia C., Marie-
Jo R., Pat Y., and Yann L. who attended the avant-première of Widow Clicquot
at the Windsor Cinema last week.

The movie tells the remarkable journey of Barbe-Nicole Clicquot, who
revolutionised the champagne industry in the early 1800s after being widowed
at 27. Beautiful cinematography, weaving Napoleon-era historical context into
an inspiring tale of female entrepreneurship. 

While the English language and actors slightly diminish the French authenticity,
the film proves perfect for unwinding after a busy school day or for catching up
with friends.
